Directions: In a multi-paragraph essay, answer the following questions.

Paragraph  One 

These questions should be answered in one or two complete sentences.

What is the name of the book?

a. Who is the author?

b. Who is the publisher? And year of publication?

c. How many pages are in the book?

What kind of book is it?  A couple of sentences long.  Say what makes it that type of book.

d. Fiction? Fantasy, Historical, Traditional Literature, Realistic, Science, Poetry, Short Story, or Mystery?

e. Non-Fiction? Biography or Autobiography?

How many days did it take you to read this book? One sentence will do nicely.

Paragraph Two

       Who are the top 3 or 4 characters?

f. Tell me about them.
g. Why are they important?
h. List them and say a little about each one.  Two or 3 sentences per character.
Paragraph Three
Tell me what the book is about.  Summarize the plot.

i. Use your own words and ideas to describe the story.
j. Be sure to discuss the 5 parts of plot within the story (background, rising action, climax, falling action, and resolution).
Paragraph Four
Now give some analysis of the book.  
k. Was it too hard or easy to understand?

l. Was the vocabulary too hard?

m. Would you recommend it to a friend?

n. How would you judge the author?

o. Describe the difficulty of the vocabulary with examples from the text.

p. Was the story something you could relate to or was it not connected to your real life?
