“How To” Rough Draft
*First, partners should compare pre-writes to identify which elements of each they want to include in the rough draft. Highlight the parts you want to use in your rough draft.

Now, EACH OF YOU write a rough draft of your “How To” article (you can discuss ideas and have identical or nearly identical papers, but both of you MUST write the rough draft):

· Introduction (3-5 sentences: engaging lead, why would someone want to do this, topic)

· Body paragraph #1 (4-5 sentences: indicate what they should gather as supplies, equipment, materials, ingredients, etc.; indicate location of task

(use the model “How to Make a Killer Strawberry Milkshake”)

· Body paragraph #2 (4-8 STEPS clearly written with vivid verbs and appropriate transition words)

· Closing paragraph (3-4 sentences; remind audience why they learned this, provide closure—if/then)
